We partnered with Medina Creative Housing (MCH) which serves the Northeast Ohio area by 

providing a comprehensive lifestyle for individuals with developmental, intellectual, and physical 

disabilities including housing, supportive services, and programs. In partnership with MCH, Hope 

Church was awarded a mini-grant by the Solar Eclipse Task Force of the American Astronomical 

Society (AAS) to expands our combined reach to people with disabilities. We ensured their 

residents, families, staff and volunteers could view the eclipse safely while maximizing their 

understanding and appreciation for this once-in-a-lifetime event over their neighborhoods. We also 

engaged non-native English speakers with English as a Second Language (ESL) programming with 

visual references for each via student group that will incorporate eclipse science principles including 

physics and astronomy with a focus on the physics of the Sun, Earth and Moon with an emphasis on 

safety.

We were also pleased that Moody Radio Cleveland (WCRF 

103.3 FM) was broadcasting live from Hope Church. Their 

Mornings with Brian show was live from 6:00-9:00 a.m. 

During the event, listeners could stop by and meet Brian 

and the team that brings you Christ-centered discussions 

packed with biblical insight and practical advice. They also 

broadcasted live during the eclipse festival from 3:00-4:00 

p.m. providing insights and commentary about this once-

in-a-lifetime experience.
